* Always bring Al to the table — Ethan Mollick

* First ask Al to define important concepts, then make
corrections as needed

* Take an iterative approach to your prompts
* Provide the Al you are working with, with examples

* Provide clear delineations between prompt and
examples

e Ask Al to show its work!



Designing Tasks



Strategies for designing
pedagogical tasks

* |[sthe task relevantto my learners?

* Why are we doing the task?

* Who is involved in the task (roles),
and what are their motives?

* Having a clear objective helps
contextualize and contain the
activity.

e What are the real-world limitations
that we are placing on the task?

* Time limit, preferences, limits of
reality, etc.

* This helps establish a gap.

Neighborhood Tour

Travel Destinations

Students are divided into groups
of four. Each student receives a
description of a place in the
neighborhood (e.g.,
supermarket, park, school).
After reading their descriptions,
students join new groups where
each person represents a
different location. Each student
shares the details of their
assigned place, and then the
group collectively decides which
three places to include in a tour
of the neighborhood.
